About the EMR rating we are requesting, the EMR is a workers' compensation insurance safety performance factor based on three years of loss experience.  EMR is the acronym for Experience Modification Rate.  The EMR is a factor that reflects the safety record of a company and is applied to a company’s insurance premium.  A lower EMR rating means fewer accidents and a lower cost of insurance.
The EMR is put out by the National Council on Compensation Insurance (NCCI) and is generally regarded as the best way for quantifying safety performance in the construction industry.  An EMR of 1.0 represents the industry average and a rating under that represents an impressive safety record.  If a companies’ rating is .70, that is an improvement over the .82 the company had last year.
